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Abstract: Pitteyariga should have been also an important geographic point for Hittites.
Unfortunately there are so few materials about Pitteyariga. It is mentioned in contracts and religious
texts. Pitteyariga appears in Treaty ,Mida of Pahhuwa“ (Arnuwanda I) and , Treaty of Suppiluliuma I
with Sattiwaza of Mitanni“, , Treaty of Sattiwaza of Mitanni with Suppiluliuma I (Suppiluliuma I); It is
mentioned in religious texts connected to the names of Suppiluliuma I, Mursili II, Hattusili III,
guppiluliuma II. And also in the text ,Prayer of Arnuwanda I and ASmunikkal to the Sun-goddess of
Arinna‘ in ritual text of ,Fragments of the AN.DAIjSUMSAR festival®; in ritual text , Festival for Itar
of Samuha“. In these texts Pitteyariga is mentioned only as ordinary geographic point.

Pitteyariga should have been navy city while texts indicate on its port function. From the pray
text of Hittite king Arnuwanda and queen ASmunikkal we learn, that Kagkians conquered some settled
points in the east and among them was Pitteyariga. Because of constant military actions between
Hittites and Kaskians Hittites could have at least a little influence over Pitteyariga. Although written
sources say nothing from this point of view. Unfortunately there are only few materials about
Pitteyariga, but on the basis of existed sources we can approximately define location of Pitteyariga,
from this standpoint attention shall be paid to Halys river, the Hittite Marasantia (today Kizilirmak)
which flows above Sivas on open lowland, despite of the fact that it is not a wide river, those times it
could be used by small boats. I think that Pitteyariga, and Arziya and Samuha were supposedly located
right on Halys river (in the north-east of Sivas lowland. More exactly, we shall place Pitteyariga in the
upper point of Halisi river, then comparatively below we shall place Samuha, and Arziya supposedly
shall be placed between Samuha and Pitteyariga, this is nowadays part of Kizilirmak river which is
located between Sivas and Zara. So Pitteyariga, as well as Samuha, should have been port city of ,upper
Land“ and it would be important for Hittites to obtain control over it.

Abstrakt: Pitteyariga muss ein wichtiger geografischer Punkt fiir die Hethiter gewesen sein.
Leider gibt es nur sehr wenige Materialien iiber Pitteyariga. Pitteyariga wird in Vertrigen und
religiosen Texten erwidhnt. Es ist auch im ,Mida von Pahhuwa“ (Arnuwanda I) und ,Vertrag
Suppiluliumas 1. mit Sattiwaza von Mitanni®, ,Vertrag Sattiwazas von Mitanni mit Suppiluliuma I
(Suppiluliuma I) enthalten; Es wird in religivsen Texten im Zusammenhang mit dem Namen

Suppiluliuma I, Mursilli II, Hattusili III, Suppiluliuma II erwahnt. Auch im Text des ,Gebet
Arnuwandas I. und ASmunikkals an die Sonnengéttin von Arinna“; Im rituellen Text ,Fragmente des
AN.DAH.SUMSR-Festes*; ,Fest fiir I§tar von Samuha“. In diesen Texten wird Pitteyariga nur als
gewoOhnlicher geografischer Punkt bezeichnet.

Pitteyariga sollte eine Stadt der Booten sein, da die Texte das Hafenziel angeben. Aus dem Text
des Gebets von Konig Arnuwanda und Konigin ASmunikkal erfahren wir, dass die Kaskder mehrere
Siedlungen im Osten iiberfielen, darunter Pitteyariga. Aufgrund der stindigen Kampfe zwischen den
Hethitern und den Kaskder kann sich der Einfluss der Hethiter zumindest fiir kurze Zeit auf die
Pitteyariga ausgeweitet haben. Schriftliche Quellen in dieser Hinsicht sagen uns jedoch noch nichts.
Leider sind die Materialien zu Pitteyariga sehr knapp, aber anhand der verfiigbaren Quellen kénnen
wir den Standort von Pitteyariga zumindest grob bestimmen. Bemerkenswert in dieser Hinsicht ist der
Halys-Fluss, der hethitische Marasantia (heute Kizilirmak), der im offenen Tiefland iiber den Sivas
flie3t. Obwohl es sich nicht um einen breiten Fluss handelt, wurden zu dieser Zeit moglicherweise
kleine Boote zur Segeln verwendet. Ich denke, Pitteyariga und damit Arziya und Samuha befanden
sich wahrscheinlich direkt am Fluss Halys (nordéstlich der Sivas-Ebene). Genauer gesagt miissen wir
Pitteyariga an der Spitze des Halys-Flusses platzieren, dann relativ tief unterhalb Samuha, wihrend
Arziya wahrscheinlich zwischen Samuha und Pitteyariga liegt, d. h. dies ist der Teil des heutigen
Kizilirmak-Flusses, der zwischen Sivas und Zara liegt. So musste Pitteyariga, wie §amuba, eine
Hafenstadt im ,Oberes Landes® sein, und es wire wichtig fiir die Hethiter, die Kontrolle dariiber zu
erlangen.
